Josephine Elizabeth “Joey” Heppner was a typical, all-American two-year old.  She loved purses and princesses, snacks of cheerios and juice, and playing outside.  Whether she was dancing along with “The Backyardigans,” or singing “Baa Baa Black Sheep” at the top of her lungs, she was a happy, healthy child who rarely suffered more than a cold in her short lifetime.

This changed in late 2006 when Joey suddenly became very ill.  After an 11-day illness, being treated at one of the best hospitals in the U.S., Joey passed away from acute liver failure. To this day, there is no definitive answer as to how or why Joey was sick. Sadly, I have learned that liver disease affects children more often than I realized.

To celebrate Joey’s life, and raise money and awareness for the American Liver Foundation, I will be participating in the 5th and final “Joey Jog.”  This year, the 5K walk will take place in Wilmington, North Carolina on October 22, 2010 – a few days before Joey would have turned 7 years old.

My goal is to raise as much money as possible to give to the American Liver Foundation for pediatric research in Joey’s name, so that this tragedy doesn’t strike another family.
